WorldCat  
·  The largest library catalog in the world: 39 million records 
·  Link to library catalogs all over the world 
·  Search books, serials, electronic resources, audio and video resources, etc.  
·  Get there via the Article Databases and More site (above) or the quick link on 

the library homepage 
·  Best for searching for materials where you know some part of the citation (title, 

author, etc) instead of browsing material by keyword or subject 

 
 

 
 



Academic Search Premier  Full Text 
·  This is a massive database used for searching multidisciplinary topics 
·  Enter search terms and then limit by type of publication 
·  Narrow results by related subjects 
·  Add to your Folder  to save, e-mail, or export. 

 

 
 

Academic One File  Full Text  
·  Another big multidisciplinary database 
·  Limit by type of publication 
·  Cross references subjects and narrows by subjects within the search 
·  Multiple ways to download the full text 
·  Limit by type of publication 

 
 
 
 



JSTOR Full Text 
·  All full text articles 
·  Search in all subject areas, or narrow by discipline, or narrow by publication name 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Google  Scholar  Full Text 
·  Good for searching for articles or books based on some information about the citation 
·  Not very good for subject searching 
·  Use the link from the library homepage in order to get the Find article @ UNC icon on 

the results page 
·  Look at the Cited By link to see the texts that have cited that record 
·  More Google Scholar help is available at

·  Contains full text news articles from national and international sources, including art 
news 

·  Search using “General News ,” “World News ,” or “US News” and then getting more 
specific by region  

·  Only search using “Arts & Sports News ” if you want to see film trade publications  
·  Click the article title to see the full text

Project Muse  Full Text 

·  An excellent database for searches related to literature or philosophy  
·  Searches hundreds of humanities journals; provides 100% full text 
·  Search entire database, or individual journals   
·  Search All Documents  in order to search in critical analysis

ABELL / MLA International Bibliography  [search together] 

·  ABELL indexes English language journals in literature, linguistics, folklore, and cultural 
studies from 1887 to 2007 

·  MLA indexes journals in literature, linguistics, folklore, and language studies from 1887 
to 2007 

·  Search these databases together  
o Begin in either database and choose Combined Search 

·  Choose to search articles & reviews, books or other literary works 
·  Choose to search Authors (with links to relevant criticism, biography, etc.), Texts (lines 

from poetry, prose, or drama), or Criticism & Reference (literary criticism) 
·  Don’t rely on the Find @ UNC icon to see if we have full text; look at the icons to the left

America: History and Life  / Historical Abstracts  [search together] 

·  America: History and Life indexes publications about North American history, including 
those in social sciences and humanities  

·  Historical Abstracts indexes publications about the history of the rest of the world, 
including those in social sciences and humanities 

·  Search these databases together for the best results 
·  Begin in either database and choose: World History Including the US .

Stanford Encyclopedia of Philosophy  Full Text 

·  A free-web reference source for philosophy  
·  Exists separate from other philosophy journals, and is not a database of philosophy 

scholarship 
·  Excellent resource for looking up philosophical terms 
·  Available through UNC’s library page, or http://plato.stanford.edu 

 
Philosophers’ Index  Index 

·  Major index for publications in philosophy from 1940 
·  Use the Advanced Search  to search multiple terms effectively 
·  Choose Find Similar to see articles that might be of interest to you (this is useful for 

browsing)

o Multiple methods for searching 
o Easily search or and and terms 
o Narrow results by descriptors

Index Islamicus  Index 

·  A huge index covering any topic about Islam and the Muslim world 
·  Index over 2500 periodicals  
·  Include articles written by Muslim and non-Muslim scholars 
·  This database is owned by the same company as ATLA Religion Database.  For 

instructions on searching, see above.  
 
 
Hispanic American Periodicals Index  Index 

·  Index for periodicals related to Latin America, including political, social, economic, and 
arts and letters 

·  Includes scholarly and popular materials 
·  Limit results by language: English, Spanish, French, Portuguese, German, Italian 
·  Narrow results to just those dealing with US Hispanics 
·  Full text is rarely available 
·  If you don’t limit the language, results will display in any language

Bibliography of Asian Studies  Index 
·  Index for periodicals related to East Asia, South Asia, and Southeast Asian studies from 

1971 
·  Notice the Subjects listed in a search result—click on this to see related articles 
·  Coverage in some journals is inconsistent, so look at dates of coverage in the Browse 

Journals section 
·  Choose Browse Country to see articles by topic within each country; then choose a 

country; then choose a topic, like Arts .  You will see all the records related to arts in that 
country. 

 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

 



Middle Eastern & Central Asian Studies Index  
·  Indexes scholarly and popular journals, and websites about the people and culture of 

the Middle East, Central Asia, and North Africa. 
·  Heavy coverage of news reports 
·  Click View Database Record to see the full text 
·  This database is owned by the same company as Women 's Studies International.

·  Database of journals in women’s studies research from 1972 
·  Use Boolean search terms when searching (and, or, not) 
·  Search results include books
