Challenge 

Ã How do we process digital content destined for our 
institutional repository?  

ÄNo ingest workflow with Fedora 

ÄHighly varied content and metadata (born-digital 
collections, datasets, very large collections) 

ÄWe canõt do òone-offó custom ingests anymore 

ÄNon-technical staff needed to be able to perform these 
tasks 

Ã Search for existing tools turned up nothing that met 
our needs 



Building an ingest tool 

Ã User-centered design 

Ä Focus groups with subject specialists, collectors and technical 
services staff 

ÄRapid prototyping 

ÄBeta use for bug reporting and reprioritization of 
functionality wish list  

Ã Design cycle from idea to beta ð 6 months! 

Ã Free and open-source software

Technical specs 

Ã Eclipse Modeling Framework 

Ã Builds underlying METS package that serves as 

SIP/manifest for repository 

Ã Can stage files locally (to dark archive) or to an 

iRODS staging grid for repository ingest 

Ã MODS metadata mapping tool 

ÄMaps large metadata documents en masse to objects 

Ã Could be used to store files on a server or for 

repository ingest preparation
